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This document provides information and instructions for preparing a paper to the Proceedings of the 2009 INTERNATIONAL SYMPOSIUM ON NANO SCIENCE AND TECHNOLOGY. The paper file format must be in Microsoft Word (doc). Please follow this order when typing papers. Also, the proceedings will be edited in a CD-ROM, including the texts and figures, using Portable Document Format (PDF). The editors will be in charge of translating the paper from MS-Word to PDF. For this purpose, in case of submission by air courier, a CD-ROM or a 3.5'' diskette must be sent, containing:

a) The Microsoft Word files.

b) A Hard Copy printout.

In the case of submission by e-mail (nano@mail.stut.edu.tw), please send us the paper in one of the above-mentioned formats, as attachment. 

The paper must be written in English, A4 paper, single-spaced, justified, with a font size of 10pt, in Times New Roman. The margins must be formatted to 2.5cm on all sides of the paper. The headers and footers must be 2.0cm. Generally, the size of the paper should not exceed 2 printed pages including figures, tables and references. The title should be written centered, in 12pt, boldface Times New Roman, all capital letters. It should be single spaced if the title is more than one line. The authors’ name should include first name, middle initial and surname. It should be written centered, in 10pt boldface Times New Roman, below the title. Author's affiliation should be written centered, in 10pt, Times New Roman, below the authors’ name.

The first page will include the Editorial Heading, as shown in the first page of these instructions. In addition, successive pages will include the name of the authors. The Editorial Heading must be included in the paper by the authors. Use 8pt-font size for the Editorial Heading. Please do not number the pages of the paper.

All figures should be numbered consecutively and captioned. The caption title should be written centered, in 10pt Times New Roman, with upper and lower case letters. Figures must be sent embedded in the document.

Figures may be included in the text or added at the end of the paper. A displayed equation is numbered, using Arabic numbers in parentheses. It should be centered, leaving a 8pt space above and below to separate it from the surrounding text.

All tables should be numbered consecutively and captioned; the caption should be 10pt Times New Roman, upper and lower case letters.

References should be quoted in the text by superscript numbers, and grouped together at the end of the paper in numerical order as shown in these instructions[1].
